PREPARATION

For additional installation assistance, go to rockstarmudflaps.com for install video.

TOOLS NEEDED

* In-Ib Torque wrench with 3/16” Allen head socket
* Ratchet with 9/16" socket

+ Cutting tool (dual exhaust only)

* Protective eyewear

* Drill with 11/32” drill bit (adjustable only)

IMPORTANT: Always remove tow flap when driving off road. Contact with
obstacles may cause damage.

NOTE: Hardware appearance and components may vary.
A CAUTION: Over torquing hardware may damage components.

A WARNING: Ensure exhaust fumes are NOT directed or redirected toward
vehicle or flaps and perforated regions are cut out for OEM dual exhaust vehicles,
otherwise damage may occur. Optional heat shield available to protect flap from hot
exhaust (PN 4006056).

A CAUTION: Always exercise caution when using a cutting tool.
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1: ASSEMBLING ADJUSTABLE RUBBER

NOTE: For adjustable tow flap installation perform Step 1. For standard tow flap

installation proceed to Step 2.

NOTE: Always check ground clearance of flaps. Suggested clearance with a load is
3” minimum to prevent dragging. Install on vehicles with suspension modifications
or oversized tires may exceed suggested clearance. Mud flaps still function, though

performance may be affected.

A. Determine desired height by holding metal
and rubber tow flap halves under the bumper.
Drill out pin holes with 11/32” drill bit.

NOTE: If necessary, trim excess rubber
above stabilizing bar.

NOTE: Ensure decal is on driver side.

B. Insert Allen button head bolt through
middle hole of metal tow flap half and rubber
tow flap half, start weld nut.

NOTE: Ensure extended threads on weld nut
are toward closed wall of stabilizing bar.
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C. Insert weld nut into end cap aligning bolt holes.

IMPORTANT: Ensure extended threads on weld nut insert into end cap.

D. Insert end cap assembly into stabilizing bar.

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1: ASSEMBLING ADJUSTABLE RUBBER (Continued)

E. Slide stabilizing bar over weld nut ensuring stabilizing bar and inside of tow flap
halves are flush.
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F. Insert Allen button head bolt through metal Allen button
tow flap half and rubber tow flap half into end head bolt
cap assembly in stabilizing bar.

G. Torque bolts to 100 in-lbs. (8.3 ft-Ibs.)

H. Repeat Steps 1 A-G with other tow flap
half.

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2: ASSEMBLING TOW FLAP

A. Insert hanger into vertical slot at top of one
tow flap half. Secure with carriage bolts and
nuts.

B. Insert splice into stabilizing bar on one
tow flap half. Align bolt hole in splice with bolt
hole in tow flap half. Secure with Allen button
head bolt.

C. Torque bolt to 100 in-Ibs. (8.3 ft-Ibs.)

D. Repeat Steps 2 A-C with other tow flap
half.
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3: REMOVING EXHAUST CUTOUT

If your vehicle is equipped with OEM dual exhausts, perform the following to remove
the exhaust cutouts. Otherwise, proceed to Step 4.

A. On one side, cut the top (2) attachment

points of the perforated exhaust cutout. Top attachment points

B. Bend exhaust cutout back and forth until the bottom attachment point of the
perforated exhaust cutout snaps.

C. Repeat Steps 3A-B on opposite side.

4: INSTALLING MOUNTING BRACKETS

A. Refer to special instructions for mounting bracket attachment.



5: INSTALLING TOW FLAP

A. On one side, place spacer on hanger and insert through back of mounting bracket.

B. Repeat on opposite side.
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C. Secure tow flap to mounting bracket with
linch pin at both bracket locations.

D. Adjust mounting brackets if necessary,
then fully tighten bolts.

SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE

The operator can perform most of inspection and maintenance. It may be necessary
to review the installation instructions.

 Periodically check all bolts and nuts, retighten if needed.

» Always remove tow flap before entering automatic car wash systems.

» Always remove tow flap when driving off road. Contact with obstacles may cause
damage.

* Remove tow flap when not towing to improve fuel efficiency.

* DO NOT hook up anything to tow flaps.

« If tow flap has been damaged, replace with new one.

NOTE: Inspection and/or maintenance should be performed anytime a malfunction
is observed or suspected. If you need assistance inspecting and/or servicing your
tow flap, call customer service at 888-568-3709. Always use original equipment
replacement parts for your tow flap.
